The drain is choked with invasive Phragmites and 
habitat conditions are poor due to temperature fluctuations and flashy flow conditions. Managing invasives 
and adding vegetation along the channel will restore stream habitat.  This project is authorized under Section 
206, Water Resources Development Act of 1996, as amended – Aquatic Ecosystem Restoration.
